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The world 15 structured according to number.
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Fragment 13 presents Philolaus’  account of psychic faculties(/[Z25E 17):

The head [is the seat] of intellect, the heart of soul (psyché) and sensation, the navel of
rooting and first growth, the genitals of the sowing of seed and generation.

The brain [contains] the origin of man, the heart the origin of animals, the navel(f) the
origin of plants, the genitals(4:5E28)the origin of all (living things).

For all things both flourish and grow from seed.
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
